(incl GST) – the Club gets a small percentage.   

 

Avoid peak times where possible.  You will need to agree a time when the courts aren’t 

required for Club events or interclub.   It’s very preferable also to avoid times when it’s 

more likely that members will want to use the courts for casual play.  Laurence will use 

only one of the courts so there will always be at least one available.   

 

Laurence will be coaching in the United Kingdom in July and August.  But there are still six 

weeks before he goes, and more opportunities when he returns.   

 

 

This is an opportunity to raise your game to “the next level”.  It is also an opportunity for 

you to suggest those who are thinking about joining a Club, perhaps returning to tennis 

after a few years lapse.
